PLUG ASSEMBLIES:
Plug Assemblies for sections #2 and higher are held in place with 3/16” x 3/8” Stainless Steel, Beveled and Grooved Drive 
Pins. Section #1 Plug and Tiplock Assemblies use a 1/8” x 3/8” Stainless Steel Roll Pin.

REMOVE - Carefully drive each pin out using a drift/punch that is SMALLER than the pin. Discard old drive pins that do 
NOT have a beveled end. Drive Pins were updated in 2019 and are available as a pack of 20 using Part# P-00688.

END CAPS / RUBBER BOOTS:
End Caps are held in place with 10-24 x 1/2” Stainless Steel, Round Head Phillips Screws. Rubber Boots are 
held in place with two 10-24 x 1 1/8” Stainless Steel, Round Head Phillips Screws and two washers.

REMOVE - Loosen the fasteners with a #2 Phillips Head Screwdriver. 

INSTALL - Only reuse screw holes when End Caps are NOT being replaced. Holes should be smooth, round, 
DQG�RIIHU�D�WLJKW�ÀW��:KHQ�LQ�GRXEW��GULOO�QHZ�KROHV��End Caps were updated in late 2018 and are available 
individually.
